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ACCOMMODATION

The local holiday precinct of
Adelaide Shores will be the ‘event
hub’ with the majority of
participating athletes and officials to
be housed there. This will also be
the site of the Family Breakfast,
Team Meals, Healthy Athletes Pro-
gram and various social activities
and the venue for the sailing, soc-
cer, softball and golf competi-
tions.

Adelaide Shores is a 135 hectare
tourism and recreation reserve on
Adelaide's West Beach. Adelaide
Shores incorporates two
accommodation properties which
are both South Australian Tourism
Award winners. Adelaide Shores
Holiday Village offers deluxe
self-contained accommodation in a
prime beach-front location.

This unique holiday destination

provides hotel standard services and
facilities but with extra space and
privacy.
